Setting up VPN Access

To setup VPN access you first need to setup a Dial Up Networking account. Once you have done this you are ready to begin.

The First thing you need to do is close all programs that are running so that just the desktop of the computer can be seen. 

Step1: Installing the VPN Adaptor

Double click on the [image: image1.png]2
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 icon on your desktop which will load up the following window or something similar:
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To first install the adaptor that will allow VPN access you need to double click on the Control Panel icon

Once inside the control panel click the [image: image3.png]A/ Temave
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 icon and then you will be greeted with a window like the one below:
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You now need to click the Windows Setup tab so you can install the adaptor. Once you have done that you will be greeted with a window like the one on the following page.
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You need to click the Communications option then click the details button which will take you to the next window.
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You have to scroll down to the bottom of this window to see the Virtual Private Networking. This is what you need to install tick the box next to it then click okay. It will install the files and then ask you to reboot.

When you reboot you need to do this process again but you must now, UN tick the box next to it then reboot. Now you must do this again one more time but TICK the box again and then reboot. (This is because a Win98 bug)
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Step 2: Creating your VPN Access

Double click on the [image: image7.png]2
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 icon on your desktop which will load up the following window or something similar: 
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To set up your VPN account you need to double click on Dial up Networking, which will then bring you to the next window.

 Now you have to Double click on the [image: image9.png]Conection



icon to create your new remote email account.

The first screen you will be greeted with will be something like this: 
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You will be asked to type a name for your VPN access. You can simply call this whatever you want. If you have done the above steps you should be able to select Microsoft VPN Adaptor in the select a device field. 

To continue click [image: image11.png]
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The next screen will take you to where you can enter the address of the VPN server.
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After all the relevant information has been entered click [image: image13.png]


 

The next window that will appear will confirm that you have successfully created your VPN access.
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To finish this part of the setup click [image: image15.png]


 and you will then be greeted with a window like this:
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Step 3: Configuring your new VPN Account

The next step in setting up your VPN account is configuring it to log on to the server.

To start configuring this you need to right click on the new connection you just created in step one.

Then go down the menu to Properties as shown below:
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Click the Properties option so it can now be configured the next window should appear something like this:
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You need to configure some options in this window to do so click the Server Types tab
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You need to un-tick the NetBEUI and the IPX/SPX Compatible Network protocols.

Once you have configured the options mentioned above click [image: image20.png]oK.



 which will then take you back to this window:
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Step 4: Connecting 

To connect to your new connection you need to double click on [image: image22.png]


(the connection you just setup). After doing so you will then see the next window appear:
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It will ask for a User name and Password and enter them in there. 

To continue click [image: image24.png]


. This should take a few seconds and soon it should say its verifying password and then you should see this following message:
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which means you entered the correct information and after a few seconds you will be greeted with one last message which will look like the one below meaning you are connected 
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To finish the connection just click [image: image27.png]oK.
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
